2010 was a very good year for ASABE.  We ended the year with an extremely healthy 
financial surplus.  The Foundation is re-energized, and total funds under management 
are at an all-time high.  Membership held reasonably steady despite a challenging 
economy, while the ñJust Oneò membership campaign is showing positive results.  And 
perhaps most importantly, overall Society and Foundation participation in programs and 
activities was excellent.  
 
ASABE participated in the U.S. Science & Engineering Festival, National Engineers 
Week, the Future City Competition, and other K-12 educational outreach initiatives. 
With our government-relations partner, we launched the Federal Update newslet-
ter.  We held a very successful Annual International Meeting in Pittsburgh, specialty 
conferences, and the 5th National Decennial Irrigation Conference, the latter celebrat-
ing 50 years of collaboration with the Irrigation Association.  Eight more volumes of 
Transactions of the ASABE  have been added to the Technical Library, extending the 
Transactions archive back to 1976.  Major standards activities included meetings in 
China with our partner the Chinese Society for Agricultural Machinery, outreach to mul-
tiple organizational, and participation in the plenary meeting for solid biofuels.  We ap-
proved memoranda of understanding with both the Irrigation Association and the Inter-
national Codes Council to position the Society on the leading edge for developing turf 
and landscape irrigation standards.   

The generosity of past membersô families contributed to our stronger-than-anticipated 
financial results.  The Foundation received a wonderful bequest from the estate of 
Paul H. Rofkar, which will provide resources for new opportunities.  The Society re-
ceived a surprising gift from the family of the late Talcott W. Edminster (ASAE presi-
dent 1968-69) with the note: ñOur mother, Jeanne W. Edminster, recognized how im-
portant this organization was [to our father and the family] and made a bequest in her 
will to ASAE.ò Incredible, lasting member ties like this have made us strong for 104 
years and will serve us well with resources for the future. 
 
The accomplishments from last year would not have been possible without an active 
and committed membership.  Thank you for being a member and for your loyalty in 
2010.

Ag Engineering PE Exam  
With the new exam specification in place as a result of completion of 

the Professional Activities and Knowledges Study (PAKS) process re-
quired by NCEES, a Cut Score Panel was convened to set a minimum 
passing score for the 2010 exam. This group, comprised of volunteer 
members across varied technical interest areas, geographic location, 
practice area, gender, age, and years of experience, was able to ac-

complish this task, the last step in the long process of creating the 
new exam specification.  

 
From 2009 to 2010, we saw an increase of 120% of total exam tak-
ers and 153% increase in first - time takers. This could not be better 
news for the fate of the exam, which has been on probation for a 

number of years for not meeting the minimum number of first - time 
takers (50 every two years). These latest numbers put us well with-
in NCEES's policy on meeting minimum numbers.  
 
An incentive program, sponsored by PEI and ASABE, reimbursed 

members up to $300 each in exam administration fees if they sat 
for the 2010 exam. Seventeen individuals took advantage of the 
offer, prompting  PEI and ASABE  to set aside funds for 2011 as 
well. Additional resources for potential examinees remain readily

New Look, New Approach  
Weôve created a new membership brochure that focuses on ASABE membership ben-
efit s not  only to individuals, but  also to the organizat ions for which they work. I t  fo-
cuses on using ASABE career resources to find the best employees, standards devel-
opment, and improving workforce efficiency and maximizing professional employee 
development through available technical resources. The brochure was mailed to all 
non -student members in the U.S. and Canada with a letter from President McAllister 
urging them to recruit at least one new member as part of his ñJust Oneò campaign.  
 
Early 2011 also saw a complete overhaul of the membership display booth used at 
meetings, conferences and related events. Itôs tied to the look of the new member-
ship marketing brochure and has been well received.

The latest AE50 winners were announced at the 2011 Agricul-
tural Equipment Technology Conference (AETC), held at the 
Georgia World Congress Center, Atlanta, Georgia, in conjunc-
tion with AG CONNECT EXPO. Five products were found to 
have particular merit and were singled out for first -ever 
Judgesô Choice awards. Although the Societyôs Resource  mag-
azine has been recognizing product  innovat ion through its 
AE50 awards program for 25 years, this is the first year that 

the judges have highlighted products for special recognition.  
 
The annual AE50 program has been encouraging and ap-
plauding engineering achievements for over two decades. The 
judges look for unique innovations and significant engineering 
advancements when selecting just 50 products from the many 
entries received.  
 
Guest editor Tony Grift helped to develop a well - received special issue of Resource 
magazine focused on the farm of the future.  With 24 articles, authored by U.S. Secre-
tary of Agriculture Tom Vilsack, philanthropist and businessman Howard G. Buffett, 

and others, the special issue examined such topics as climate change, use of marginal 
lands, and precision agriculture, offering perspectives on traditional and innovative 
practices, in both developed and developing regions of the globe.  
 
Progress continues on adding more back issues of Transactions of the ASABE  to the 
Online Technical Library.  Issues are now available from 1976 to the present. The 
scanning and front matter generation for the project was outsourced using donated 
funds from the ASABE Foundationôs Electronic Publishing Legacy Material Fund. A pro-
posal to add the remaining 16 years of back issues has been submitted to the Founda-
tion. When the project is completed, all issues of ASABEôs four journals will be availa-
ble and searchable on the Technical Library.

Standards  

Benchmarking our processes against others, better align-
ments with industry, and increased focus on international 

standards are all part of ASABEôs strategy to ensure an effec-
tive and market -driven standards program.  
 
While all of the activities over the past year were exciting, 
they necessitated some difficult and bittersweet decisions. 
For example, the era of a hardcopy standards book will end 

with the 2011 edition. This was a difficult decision that took 
into account both the recognized membership value and the 
reality of declining sales of the 1100 -page book. Yes, the 
print edition will be missed, but the electronic options that 
replace it will bring new opportunities.  

 
International Outreach  
New cooperative standards activities involving Brazil, China, 
and India this past year underscored ASABEôs role as an in-
ternational society.  Some efforts brought international partic-
ipants to ASABE events in North Am erican while other act iv i-

ties involved outreach to countries outside the continent. Any 
expansion in activities is always done with two criteria in 
mind: alignment with our core activities and the ability to 
work within our budgetary limits. Considering the significant 
contribution of ASABE in international standards activities, 

the Standards Council remains even more committed to en-
suring the long - term financial sustainability of the ASABE 
Standards Program and has elevated this to be a key focal 
point now and in the future.

Strength through Assessment  
Benchmarking and periodic audits are two ways in which or-
ganizations measure themselves, and the ASABE Standards 
program conducts both. Volunteers and staff benchmark the 
program by looking at other standards -developing organiza-
tions for best practices. In addition, every five years ASABE is 
audited by the American National Standards Institute (ANSI) 
for conformance to established requirements.  The most recent 
ANSI audit was conducted in April 2010, with positive results 
overall. Several areas for procedural improvement, identified 
by ANSI and by internal review, resulted in a revision to the 
ASABE Standardization Procedures, which ANSI approved in 
April 2011, thereby concluding reaccreditation of the program.  
 
Irrigation Industry Alignments  
Historically, the use of irrigation has been primarily in agricul-
tural production; however, a marked increase has occurred in 
its use in turfgrass and landscape applications. A concerted  



effort to develop standards in the new sector is now under-
way, and ASABE is heavily involved, collaborating with the 

Irrigation Association (IA) and the International Code Council 
(ICC). Memoranda of understanding have been signed be-
tween ASABE and each organization, new work item topics 
are being discussed, and new technical experts are coming 
forward from all three organizations. While the ties between 

ASABE and both organizations go back many years (over five 
decades with IA), there are always opportunities to reaffirm 
past alignments and seek out new collaborative opportunities.  
 
Discussions have already revealed additional understanding 
of how ASABE standards can be introduced into model con-

struction codes. This will provide wider visibility and use of 
the good work accomplished by ASABE technical committees 
on a wide range of standards topics.  
 
International Standards  

ASABE expanded its involvement in the international stand-
ards arena during the last year. First, the Society became the 
U.S. Technical Advisory Group administrator for our first IEC 
committee, IEC/TC 61/SC 61H ï Safety of electrically operat-
ed farm appliances. IEC, the International Electrotechnical 
Commission, is a standards organization that parallels ISO 
and focuses on electrical and electronic topics. The scope of 
the new IEC committee is similar to that of ASABEôs IET divi-
sion, and the two should align well.  
 
Second, as a direct result of a previously signed memoran-
dum with the Chinese Society for Agricultural Machinery, a 
standards workshop was conducted in China in September 
2010. The workshop was intended to focus Chinese involve-
ment in ISO/TC 23, Tractors and machinery for agriculture 
and forestry. It was the first ever workshop promoting the 
work of ISO/TC 23 in China and paves the way for additional 
collaboration. Finally, based on meeting participation and 
overall document traffic, ASABE staff has observed an in-
crease in general ISO committee activity. Meeting topics re-

late to higher -voltage equipment systems, traceability, and 
sustainability, reflecting the evolving technology and indus-
try needs.  
 
Standards Program Support  

The success of ASABEôs standards relies on two very im-
portant means of support. First are the volunteers who put 
in countless hours coordinating the writing and review of 
documents, as well as the consensus -building tasks. A quick 
tally of the existing committee roster indicates that nearly 

1900 volunteers are involved with technical committees, a 
predominant share of which are involved with standards 
work. Financial support comprises the second component of 
ASABEôs standards program support, and most of this 
comes through voluntary contributions by individuals, com-
panies, and organizations. This funding provides the critical 

infrastructure required for the committees to function. A list 
of contributors is included on the following page and on the 
ASABE Web site.
