The revision, ANSI/ASABE S613-3.1, Tractors and self-propelled machinery for
agriculture — Air quality systems for cabs — Part 3: Filters for environmental cab HVAC
systems, incudes modified acceptance levels and test conditions for the vapor test, as well as
clarified wording.
